Burning is only permitted in Willistown during the following
circumstances:

- Any fire set for the purpose of training and instructing
authorized personnel in firefighting, and training of
persons in the use of portable fire extinguishers.
- Any fire set for the prevention and control of disease or
pests, when approved by the Pennsylvania Department of

Environmental Protection.

- Any fire solely for organized recreational or ceremonial purposes.

- Any fire set in conjunction with the production of agricultural commodities or for
agricultural management and conservation practices and protection.
